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A Kindergarten Orientation for parents of children entering kindergarten in September 
2010 will be held on Thursday, March 4, 2010 at 7 P.M. in the Hillside School All-Purpose 
Room. This program is designed to provide parents with an overview of the Hillside 
kindergarten program and curriculum. 
 
Kindergarten registration will take place on Monday, March 8th for pupils whose last 
name begins with A through M and Tuesday, March 9th for those with last names 
beginning with N through Z.  Registration time will be from 9AM to 11 AM at Hillside 
School.  Please bring proof of child’s birth, such as a birth or baptismal certificate or 
passport, a copy of your child’s immunization history, and proof of residency (copy of 
lease, driver’s license, utility bill, etc.,) with you to this registration. 
 
Children may be enrolled in school to begin kindergarten if they are 5 years of age by 
October 1st of the year they are enrolling in school.  For example, for next year’s 
kindergarten class, the child must be 5 years of age by October 1, 2010. Should your 
child be 6 years of age or older as of October 1, 2010, the Building Principal will 
schedule a kindergarten screening date with you, as per Board of Education policy.  
Based on the screening results the Principal will advise you as to the placement of your 
child in either kindergarten or in first grade. 
 
All children entering kindergarten must have a physical dated after January 1, 2010 and 
all immunizations must be up-to-date as required by the State of New Jersey.  The 
school nurse will be present at registration to answer health questions and review the 
child’s records. 
 
SNOW DATE for Kindergarten Orientation will be Monday, March 8th at 7 P.M.  Snow 
date for registration will be Monday, March 15th for pupils whose last name begins with 
A through M and Tuesday, March 16th for pupils with last names beginning with N 
through Z.  Registration time is 9AM to 11AM.
